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During the colder months, car thieves take advantage of residents who leave their cars running
unattended.

The temptation to start the car and
let it warm up while you stay warm
inside or leaving it running while
doing a short errand could be a costly
mistake! Officers may issue tickets
(with fines of $34) to any cars that
are running with no driver present.

Even if you lock the car, it only takes
seconds to break a window or jimmy a door lock. It is against City ordinance to leave your keys
in the ignition while you are not in your car (Minneapolis City Ordinance 478.160, Open
Ignition—a petty misdemeanor)*. In fact, if your car is reported stolen and your keys are in it,
you may get a ticket.

Running your car to keep it warm may leave you in the cold! Please help us to reduce this
winter crime.
