Conduct on Premise

A A property is defined as the unique building with an
address. Past reports defined a property as a parcel
address but this report is focusing on the unique
buildings.

Rental Licenses

A Refers to altental dwellings and dwelling units,
including rented singkamily homesand rented
dwelling units in ownepccupiedhomes,as well as
rented condominiums, rented townhouses and
leasehold cooperative dwellingnits.

Tier Rental Licensing
